Department/Commission Liaison Reports:

A. Arborist: Arborist Kathy Widin reported that it had been busy in the tree department with the storm damage from the recent storm.  She reported that trees were heaved up from the wind or were split apart, and there were a lot of broken, hanging branches.  She reported that St. Croix Tree Service and Public Works were taking care of clean-up.
Widin reported she sent out a tree removal and pruning list to obtain quotes from contractors.  She stated she also sent out a planting list to contractors.  She reported that the quotes were due back later that week and would be submitted to the City Council for approval.
Widin stated that residents should contact her if they have any safety concerns about trees.  Residents should be cautious around hanging branches and splits.  She stated she would look at those tree situations if they contact her.

Public Works Director: Public Works Director Kegley reported that the department had been working on storm damage clean-up.  He stated that the full-time Public Works Department had been busier with utility work, and the park attendants had been stepping up and helping more with park maintenance.
