Chair Hauble, seconded by Commissioner Krieger, moved to ask the City Council to move forward with an RFP for engineering and consultant costs for a plan to include rinks, shelters, warming house, parking lots, athletic fields, splash pads, and more for Oak Park Crossing Park and Cover Park.  Carried 3-0.

B. City Hall Parking Lot Roundabouts: Chair Hauble, seconded by Commissioner Krieger, moved to suggest a large boulder/rock combination in the center at the north roundabout and relocating the payment box there and a tree in the south roundabout.  Carried 3-0.

C. Oak Park Crossing Park Sign: Vice Chair Eder suggested the Parks Commissioners take a look at the Oak Park Crossing Park area prior to the August meeting at 6:30 p.m. for sign placement and plan a ribbon cutting possibly in September.
