Call to Order: Chair Hauble called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present: Vice Chair Eder and Commissioner Viers; City Administrator Johnson, Public Works Director Kegley, and Commission Liaison McComber.  Absent: Commissioner Krieger and Arborist Widin.
II.
Approval of Agenda: Chair Hauble added “Trail Access – 58th Street” to New Business as Item C and “Interviews for Parks Commissioner Vacancy” to Old Business as Item C.  

Vice Chair Eder, seconded by Commissioner Viers, moved to approve the Agenda as amended.  Carried 3-0.

Approval of Parks Commission Minutes – July 15, 2013 and August 7, 2013: Commissioner Viers, seconded by Vice Chair Eder, moved to approve the Minutes from July 15 and August 7.  Carried 3-0.

Department/Commission Liaison Reports:

A. Arborist: Chair Hauble noted that Arborist Widin’s report was attached to the meeting packet.
B.
Public Works Director: Public Works Director Kegley reported that the department was down to three park attendants.  He reported that parks crews were working on standard park maintenance and special projects such as moving disc golf hole number 9.  He stated they removed the shed near hole number 7.  

Kegley reported that the Public Works Department would be installing the drinking fountain at the disc golf course and removing the fence.

C.
Other / Commission Liaison Reports: Commission Liaison McComber reminded residents that the Safety Camp was on August 20 at Brekke Park.  She stated that Party in the Park was set for Sunday, September 8 from 1:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m. and the Fall Clean-up was set for Saturday, October 5 at 8:00 a.m. at Andersen Corporation parking lot.

City Administrator Johnson reported that staff was organizing two buckthorn removal projects.  He stated that the Sentence-to-Serve crews would be removing buckthorn near East Oaks development on September 20, and staff sent letters to homeowners whose properties abut Linear Park for a neighborhood buckthorn removal project.  


Johnson reported that the City Council approved submitting a grant application to Kaboom for a playground grant for possible installation of playground equipment at Swager Park.  He stated it would be a community build project similar to what was conducted at the Moelter site.

New Business: 
A. Field Use Request: Todd Arens of the Stillwater Lacrosse Association was present at the meeting and stated that they do not have the field availability to support the growth of the sport.  He requested the Parks Commission consider a field at the new park on the Moelter site.  City Administrator Johnson reminded the Parks Commission that the St. Croix Valley Baseball Association approached them earlier in the year about that site as well.
The Parks Commission questioned Arens on parking needs, field space needs, and the typical practice and play schedule.  Vice Chair Eder suggested the Parks Commission set a worksession to view the site and invite the St. Croix Valley Baseball Association and the Stillwater Lacrosse Association to present their visions of the space.
Vice Chair Eder, seconded by Chair Hauble, moved to schedule the park vacancy interviews at 6:00 p.m. for Monday, September 16 at City Hall, and reconvene at Cover Park following the completion of the interviews for the Parks Commission meeting and worksession regarding the future park use.  Carried 3-0.
B. Schedule Fall Parks Walkthrough: Chair Hauble, seconded by Commissioner Viers, moved to direct the Parks Commissioners to conduct the park walkthroughs on their own time prior to the September 16 meeting.  Carried 3-0.
C. Trail Access – 58th Street: Councilmember Chuck Dougherty reported that there was not a curb cut where the trail comes out at the cul-de-sac on 58th Street.  He also requested a trail map sign be installed at that location and reposition the trail sign so it can be viewed as visitors drive up 58th Street to the cul-de-sac.    
Vice Chair Eder, seconded by Commissioner Viers, moved to go forward with extending that trail down to the existing curb cut and access trail with an asphalt path utilizing funds from the Xcel Energy money that was applied to upgrade that park.  Carried 3-0.

Old Business: 

A. Moelter Site Park Shelter Update: City Administrator Johnson reported that the City Council awarded the concrete work to Bell’s Trucking at their last meeting.  He stated that the site for the slab was staked out and the gopher one call was made.  
Commissioner Liaison McComber questioned whether the City had any picnic tables or benches that could be placed at the site prior to the shelter being built.  
Vice Chair Eder, seconded by Chair Hauble, moved to direct staff to purchase four picnic tables for the new shelter from the Park Dedication Fund.  Carried 3-0.
B. Moelter Site Park Name Contest Update: Vice Chair Eder thanked the contestants for their submissions.  Commission Liaison McComber questioned whether the Parks Commission wanted to wait until after the summer park program schedule was complete to vote on the name.  City Administrator Johnson stated he could provide the Parks Commissioners with a listing of all submissions and they could vote via e-mail.  The Parks Commissioners agreed with that method.  
C. Interviews for Park Commissioner Vacancy: Chair Hauble reported that interviews would take place on Monday, September 16 beginning at 6:00 p.m.
