City of Oak Park Heights – Contribution and Role – New Bayport Fire Station: Mayor McComber suggested that an open house be held at the Oak Park Heights City Hall regarding the proposed new Bayport Fire Station.  Logan Martin, City Administrator of Bayport, was present at the meeting and provided a presentation on the design and layout of the proposed station.  He stated that the project was estimated at $5.75 million.  He stated the cost-share for Oak Park Heights would be a fifteen year term at approximately $84,000 per year.  City Administrator Johnson stated it would be approximately $20 per household per year for an average-priced home.  Mr. Martin stated he would work with Oak Park Heights City staff to set up an open house at the Oak Park Heights City Hall.
D. 2015 City Dental Plan Changes and Agreement: Councilmember Dougherty, seconded by Councilmember Liljegren, moved to authorize the City Administrator to implement the agreement for the plan change.  Carried 4-0.
