I.
Call to Order: Chair Bye called the meeting to order.  Present: Vice Chair Weyer, Commissioner Chirhart, Commissioner Johnson, Commissioner Norton, City Administrator Johnson, Public Works Director Kegley, Arborist Danielson, and Commission-Liaison McComber.  Absent: None.

Department/Commission Liaison Reports:

A. Arborist: Arborist Danielson reported she was working on landscape plan reviews, tree replacement calculations for commercial development, and another weed control visit for the Swager Park and Valley View Park prairie restorations.  She stated they were planning for a prairie burn in 2017 at both sites.  Danielson also reported that the boulevard tree planting took place in August, and the DNR lowered the oak wilt risk.

Public Works Director: Public Works Director Kegley reported that they were wrapping up the summer season, and the summer park attendants would work through September.  He stated they would be winterizing the park shelters mid-October.  He said they were accepting applications for rink attendants.

Other / Commission Liaison Reports: Commission-Liaison McComber reported that Fall Clean-up was set for October 1 from 7:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the Andersen Corporation lot.  McComber also reported that the 2017 Party in the Park was changed from National Night Out to June 8 and will be in conjunction with the 160th Anniversary of the platting of Oak Park.

City Administrator Johnson reported that the mountain bike trail permit was issued, so they would likely be setting up location flags soon and the Parks Commissioners should be able to walk it before any construction begins.
