St. Croix Crossing Project Update
Overnight excavation and truck hauling work begins in mid-July
Excavation and Truck Hauling Overnight Work
Crews will be excavating and hauling dirt during both day and overnight hours near your home/business beginning mid-July until the end of October. Safety standards require lights and back-up beepers. 

You may experience some visual and noise disruptions. In general, overnight work hours will occur 7 p.m. - 5 a.m., Monday through Saturday. There may be some weeks when overnight work is not needed.
Work includes: 

· Excavating and disposing excess dirt off-site to reconstruct the Highway 36 extension to the new St. Croix Crossing bridge. Other additional work may occur. 
· The haul route uses Beach Road and Stagecoach Trail to Osprey Street in Bayport.

Working around the clock ensures the project will meet schedule goals and reduce impact to the traveling public.
Other Upcoming Highway 36/Highway 95 Traffic Impacts Begin Mid-July 
Reconstructing Highway 36, east of Osgood Avenue and Highway 95 between Lookout Trail and Point Road is occurring this summer through the end of the 2013 construction season. 

Highway 36

· A traffic switch will occur in mid-July through the end of September 2013. 

· Traffic on eastbound Highway 36 will crossover just west of Osgood Avenue and use a single lane on the westbound Highway 36 lanes. Because of this, westbound Highway 36 traffic will also use a single lane. 
· Highway 36 ramps to and from Beach Road will remain open. However, Beach Road is anticipated to close later this summer.

· This traffic switch allows crews to reconstruct the Highway 36 eastbound lanes as well as ramps to and from Highway 95.

Highway 36/Highway 95 Junction

· Temporary traffic signals will be in place at the junction of Highway 36 and Highway 95. This affects traffic going southbound on Highway 95 and eastbound on Highway 36 to northbound Highway 95.  

Highway 95

· Highway 95 traffic will use a single lane in each direction from Point Road to Lookout Trail from mid-July through the end of the 2013 construction season. 

· Crews will realign Highway 95, complete utility work and construct trails.

· A Highway 95 weekend closure to remove the flyover bridge for eastbound Highway 36 to northbound Highway 95 will occur later this summer.

Access to businesses along Highway 36 and Highway 95 will remain open at all times. 
Typical work hours for this work are Monday through Saturday from 7 a.m. until dusk. However, expect some overnight work.

The St. Croix Crossing Minnesota approach project focuses on reconstructing Highway 36 east of Greeley Street/Oakgreen Avenue and Highway 95 from Lookout Trail to Point Road. This includes the Beach Road bridge and the frontage roads. 
The road project is expected to be completed by fall 2014. The new St. Croix Crossing bridge will be complete in fall 2016. When all work is complete, motorists will have smoother highway pavement surfaces, improved flow at intersections, improved frontage road system and a new river crossing between Minnesota and Wisconsin.     
We will continue to provide detailed updates as work progresses.
