TUESDAY, APRIL 23, 2019
CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
I. Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance/Approval of Agenda: Mayor McComber called the meeting to order at 6:13 p.m.  Present: Councilmembers Dougherty, Johnson, and Runk.  Staff present: City Administrator Johnson, City Clerk Pinski, City Attorney Sandstrom, City Planner Richards, and City Engineer Mann.  Absent: Councilmember Liljegren.
Mayor McComber added “Additional Summer Event – Community Building” to New Business as Item C.

Councilmember Johnson, seconded by Councilmember Dougherty, moved to approve the Agenda as amended.  Carried 4-0.  
II. Council/Staff Reports: 
A. Mayor McComber: She reported she was invited to the Stillwater Area High School for a meeting with Governor Walz and the Education Commissioner; she attended a meeting at the Center of Energy, Environment, and Economics, a meeting on the Xcel Energy Integrated Resources Plan, the LMC Board of Directors meeting, and a meeting with Commissioner of Transportation Margaret Anderson Kelliher; she will be attending the Chamber Toast & Topics State of the Cities meeting, the Minnesota Mayor’s Association Conference, the St. Croix Valley Prayer Breakfast, and the Minnesota Association of Small Cities Board of Directors meeting. She said she was unable to attend the Law Enforcement Day at the Historic Courthouse on May 15. McComber also reported that Spring Clean-up was set for Saturday, May 4 from 7:30 a.m. – 1:00 p.m. at the Andersen Corporation southwest parking lot.

C. Councilmember Johnson: She reported she attended the Brown’s Creek Watershed District and the Parks Commission meetings.
D. Councilmember Liljegren: Absent.
E. Councilmember Runk: He reported the Middle St. Croix Watershed Management Organization was cancelled.
F. Staff: City Clerk Pinski reported that the resident at 5544 Osgood Avenue North was chosen as the recycling award winner.

Councilmember Runk, seconded by Councilmember Johnson, moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  Roll call vote taken.  Carried 4-0.  

V. Public Hearings: 
A. Consider Amendment to Special Home Occupation Permit – 14860 Upper 55th Street – Stillwater Premier Bengals:  City Administrator Johnson reported that the applicant, Michelle Lorenz, filed for an amendment to her special home occupation permit to allow additional Bengal cats for breeding.  Michelle Lorenz was present and read comments received on the state inspection report which were very positive.  City Administrator Johnson reported that he visited the site and received a letter of support and no complaints, and staff recommended approval with conditions. 

Mayor McComber opened the Public Hearing.  No comments were made.  Councilmember Runk, seconded by Councilmember Dougherty, moved to close the Public Hearing.  Carried 4-0.
Councilmember Dougherty, seconded by Councilmember Runk, moved to approve the amendment to the permit with the conditions recommended by staff.  Carried 4-0.

New Business: 
A. 5845 Stagecoach Trail N – Roof Damages: City Administrator Johnson reported that the roof had collapsed on the building, and staff had requested a plan from the owner to address the issue.  He said the owner did not provide a plan, and staff was recommending the City Council pass a Resolution that required specific action that the owner address the conditions not later than June 30, 2019.  Attorney Sandstrom reported that the Resolution would constitute an order by Minnesota Statute 463 as a precursor to any action the City may want to take.

Councilmember Dougherty, seconded by Councilmember Johnson, moved to approve the Resolution.  Roll call vote taken.  Carried 4-0.
B. Menards – CUP/Design Guidelines & Site Plan Review 5800 Krueger Lane – Yard Entrance/Exit Expansion: City Planner Richards reported that Menards made an application to add an automated express lane requiring an addition to the existing gate and a reduction in parking spaces.  He reviewed his planning report.

Councilmember Runk, seconded by Councilmember Johnson, moved to approve the Resolution.  Roll call vote taken.  Carried 4-0.
C. Additional Summer Event – Community Building: Councilmember Johnson reported the proposal was to expand the current event scheduled for August 15 at Autumn Hills Park with additional funding to celebrate the 60th anniversary of the City. 
Councilmember Dougherty, seconded by Councilmember Runk, moved to approve the event and budget of $3,000 from the contingency fund.  Carried 4-0.
