CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

I. Call to Order/Approval of Agenda: Mayor McComber called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Present: Councilmembers Dougherty, Johnson, Liljegren and Runk.  Staff present: City Administrator Johnson, City Clerk Pinski, City Attorney Kevin Sandstrom, and City Engineer Mann.  Absent: City Planner Richards.

Councilmember Johnson, seconded by Councilmember Runk, moved to approve the agreement. Roll call vote taken. Carried 5-0.

A. Consider Resolution Outlining Further City COVID-19 Responses to Aid City Residences and Businesses: Mayor McComber suggested it was best to have the program go through the EDA. She also felt home-based businesses should be added to the program. City Administrator Johnson said the City had $50,000 in the undesignated fund balance that could be allocated to the EDA for the program and suggested an EDA meeting be set for Monday, May 18.

Councilmember Dougherty, seconded by Councilmember Johnson, moved to allocate funds to the EDA and to recommend the EDA approve the program at their meeting on Monday, May 18, 2020. Roll call vote taken. Carried 5-0.
